Kindergarten From  0 to  3 years 

Nursery school From  3 to  6 years 

Primary school From  6 to 11 years 

 
Middle school 

From  11 to 14 years 

High school Over (more than) 14 years 

 

Compulsory school lasts 10 years: 

 5 years Primary School; 

 3  years Middle School; 

 2 years High School.

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SCHOOL ENROLLMENT  

Parents must enroll their children in Primary school: 

- If they are 6 within 31st December.  

- They can be also enrolled if they ‘re 6 not later than 

30th April of the following year. 

School enrollment is on-line. Do you need help? You could 

contact the secretary school. 

 

DOCUMENTS 

-  Birth certificate (or passport, or residence permit); 

- Documents of the school your child attended ; 

- Parents’ documents; 

- Passport photo;  

- Fiscal code. 

If you don’t have the documents, you’ll certify them under your 

responsibility.

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FORMS FOR YOUR CHOICES 

You have to fill some forms in order to choose: 

 

-  timetable;  

- catholic religion or alternative to religion. 

 

 

1. TIMETABLE       

Primary school: 

- 40 hours per week (8-16), from Monday to Friday  

(Lovadina). 

- 29 hours per week (Spresiano, Visnadello, Arcade). 

      Middle school: 

- 30 hours per week (Spresiano and Arcade). 

When students are at school in the afternoon, they can have 

lunch in the school canteen. 

Primary students can leave school at the end of the lessons 

only with parents or other adults delegate by parents. 
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2. CATHOLIC RELIGION OR ALTERNATIVE TO 

RELIGION?  

Catholic religion is taught for two hours at Primary school 

and one hour at Middle school. You can choose if you 

want to attend or not to attend it. If you decide “not to 

attend it”, your children will attend an  alternative lesson. 
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BOTH PARENTS WITH WORKING 

HOURS PROBLEMS 

In some Primary schools, students could enter or leave 

school before or after lessons. Parents have to fill a form with 

their employers declaration about working hours.  
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SCHOOL CANTEEN 

When students have lessons in the afternoon, they can have 

lunch in the school canteen.  

School canteen service is managed by: the City Hall Library 

in Spresiano and The City Hall in Arcade. 

It’s possible to change the menu for health problems or 

religious reasons. 

Obviously, students can have lunch at home. 
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SCHOOL CALENDAR 

School lasts 9 months, from September to June. 

Holidays: Christmas (two weeks),  Easter (a week), 1st 

November, 8th December, 25th April, 1st May and 2nd June. 

CHECK ALWAYS THE DIARY AND THE ELECTRONIC 

REGISTER! 
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SCHOOL ABSENCE   

School absence must always be justified by diary. 

After more than 6 days, a medical certificate is requested.  

 

 

 

EDUCATIONAL OUTPUTS 

AND SCHOOL TRIPS  

Educational outputs and school trips must be authorized and 

often paid by families.

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ASSESSMENT SCHOOL 

School year is divided into two terms: from September to 

January and from February to June. 

At the end of each term, teachers write a “progress report” 

that parents can see on the electronic register. 

School grades are from 4 to 10. 

In order to attend the next school year, school grades should 

be from 6 to 10. There’s also a judgment of behaviour. 
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MEETINGS PARENTS-TEACHERS 

Teachers periodically meet parents to talk about the 

students, their difficulties and their progresses. 

 

COLLABORATION BETWEEN SCHOOL AND FAMILY IS 

IMPORTANT for the children’s integration and education. 

 

MEETING WITH TEACHERS: you can ask or have a date 

with one or more teachers. 

When the school year begins, there’s a class meeting where 

teachers explain school activities. 
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THE ELECTRONIC REGISTER 

It’s used for communication and administrative reports. 

Parents can see: 

- educational content, 

- homework, 

- progress report. 

Credentials are given by school. 
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DOOR LISTENING AND LINGUISTIC 

MEDIATION 

It improves the collaboration between teachers and parents. 

On the 1st meeting, information about students are gathered 

and given. 

It opens on Friday, from 08:00 to 12:00. There’s a teacher 

and two cultural mediators (Arabian and Chinese). 

Mediations in other languages could be possible. 
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REMEMBER 

In order to have some information or to solve some 

difficulties, you can address to:  

  teachers; 

 door listening and linguistic mediation; 

 Headteacher.
